GOBA show support for the final Kings Lynn Waterways Link!

The River Nar Link and Kings Lynn Marina is one of the most exciting and ‘tangible’ local projects to be announced for a while.

It seeks to provide sea and non sea-going boaters with a safe and enjoyable route through the relief channel lock at Denver (a previous GOBA campaign achievement) into the River Nar and directly into the historic town of Kings Lynn.

Initial plans suggest that there will be public 48 hour moorings as well as a 200 berth marina, which will be a great boost to local tourism in the area.

Coastal adventurers will be able to use a new sea lock taking them directly out to sea, hopefully without having to hit a single sand bank. 

GOBA have agreed to donate £1000 to the Kings Lynn Marina & Waterways Trust driving the project and we would encourage individuals to also join the trust and support this excellent opportunity for extending cruising for us all.

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Notes to editors:

The River Great Ouse is a popular navigable river with extremely high numbers of boat users. 

It is managed by the Environment Agency. The busiest stretch of the river is between Eaton Socon and Earith with an estimated 10,000 – 30,000 boat passages per year.

Great Ouse Boating Association (GOBA) is run entirely by a committee of seasoned boaters who volunteer their time and experience for the benefit of the Great Ouse Boating Community.

GOBA is the independent voice to represent the views and concerns of local boaters to official bodies such as Local Authorities, the Environment Agency and other organisations.
